PROSPECTUS

The Art Committee of the Puget Sound Mycological Society (PSMS) is pleased to announce our third juried Art Exhibit to be part of the 48th Annual Wild Mushroom Show. The Wild Mushroom Show will be held Saturday, October 15 and Sunday, October 16, 2011 at the Mountaineer's Club 7700 Sand Point Way NE Seattle, WA.
SHOW CRITERIA: Art submitted may be in any media but must be of, or include, a mushroom or fungal motif, with enough realistic information to be identifiable to genus only. Further scientific information not required. Size of artwork and number accepted is limited by the small gallery area in which the work would be exhibited at the 48th Annual Wild Mushroom Show.
Artwork must be your original and be completed within the last 3 years. 
This is not a photography art exhibition. 

No print reproductions will be accepted.  
No copies from copyrighted materials.

Prizes will be awarded as follows: First place, $100 plus one-year membership in the society; Second place, $50 plus one-year membership in the society; Third place, one-year membership.

ENTRY PROCEDURE: Each artist may submit up to two entries. Each entry must consist of a completed entry form and accompanying 8-inch by 10-inch print, or digital-format picture (on CD preferable in a JPEG format). Each entry must be labeled with the artist’s name, a title, the medium, size, date and “Top Side” indicated for jurying. This information should accompany the print, or digital photo for identification. 
FEE: An entry fee of $10 per entry should be sent with entry materials.  Entry deadline is Sept, 15, 2011.
Those pieces accepted for the show must be delivered to the PSMS office by prior arrangement or to the Art Committee Chairs home in West Seattle by October 10th, 2011.

Artwork must be framed suitably for hanging/placing on an easel.

The Artwork will be stored and displayed in a secure area, but PSMS or art committee staff will not be responsible for theft, damage or loss of entries.

Please enclose a self-addressed, stamped envelope with sufficient postage if you wish to have your entry materials returned. Jury notifications will be e-mailed to applicants by October 3rd, 2011.
The art may be priced “For Sale” or “Not For Sale”. For those wishing to sell their art, the prospective buyer will be directed to the show chairman who will complete any transactions.  PSMS will retain 10% of the sell price.
After the Wild Mushroom Show the art is to be picked up between 5 PM – 6 PM on Sunday October 16th, 2011at the Mountaineer's Club 7700 Sand Point Way NE
Seattle, WA.
